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El presente estudio realizado tuvo como objetivo principal, determinar si los
factores de riesgo: Agresividad, Autoestima y Organizacion Familiar como influyen
en el rendimiento académico de los estudiantes del nivel secundario de la
Institucion Educativa Emblematico “Luis Fabio Xammar Jurado” donde los
estudiantes son victimas de maltratos por sus progenitores, de igual manera

establecer el grado de influencia existente entre dichas variables.

El presente estudio de investigacibn se realizo con una muestra de 150
estudiantes del 3° y 4° grado del nivel secundario de la I.E.E. “Luis Fabio Xammar
Jurado” perteneciente a la UGEL N° 09 del Distrito de Santa Maria, Provincia de

Huaura, Regién Lima Provincia.

Se elaboro un cuestionario de preguntas la misma que fueron validados por cinco
docentes de la UCV, asi como constan en el anexo, con la finalidad de recabar
informacion de los estudiantes sobre los factores de riesgo: Agresividad,
Autoestima y Organizacion Familiar objetivo de la presente investigacion, para lo
cual se tuvo en cuenta a los autores, que realizaron investigaciones a: Isabel
FERNANDEZ (2003) tema de su investigacion la Agresividad, Delia Elizabeth,
VASQUEZ VALDIVIA ( 2005) sobre la autoestima, COVA FLOR ( 1995)

tema de su investigacion sobre Organizacion familiar.

Metodologia utilizada en la investigacion, no experimental, siendo una
investigacion descriptiva porque nos ha orientado a describir la situacion real y
prevalente en el momento de realizar los estudios de las variables en la relacion
existentes entre ellos. Utilizando el método cualitativo, triangulado con el método
cuantitativo, se utilizo un disefio descriptivo, transversal, correlacionar porque se
trata de determinar la  situacion significativa entre las variables de la

investigacion.

Conclusiones relevantes de los resultados aplicados en los factores de:
Agresividad, indicadores, Irritabilidad 17.15% Resentimiento 17.61%Agresion
fisica: 16.28%, teniendo una influencia significativa entre dichos factores con
porcentajes relevantes, valores que nos demuestran la influencia significativa

siendo el nivel mas alto de este factor de Agresividad, Resentimiento el que
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influye en forma predominante en el rendimiento escolar de los estudiantes

victimas de maltratos.

Resultados obtenidos de los factor de: Organizacion Familiar, indicadores Familia
Nuclearl6.27%, Familia Extendida 5.5. %, Familia Mono parental 4.4.%
obteniendo una relacién significativa que nos indica un alto grado de influencia,
de tal manera podemos precisar que el nivel mas alto de este factor de
Organizacion Familiar ,(indicador ) Familia nuclear , es el que influye de forma

predominante en el rendimiento escolar de los estudiantes victimas de maltratos.

Los resultados obtenidos nos han demostrado la existencia de una relacion entre
dichos factores de: Autoestima: indicadores, Si Mismo General 17.96%, Social
Pares 6.28%, Hogar 4.5%,. Asi mismo podemos precisar que el nivel mas alto de
este factor de Autoestima: es Si mismo General, que influye en forma significativa
en el rendimiento escolar de los estudiantes victimas de maltratos de la Institucion

Educativa emblematica “Luis Fabio Xammar Jurado”.



SUMMARY

The main objective of this study was to determine whether risk factors
Aggressiveness, Self-esteem and significantly family organization influence school
performance, where students are victims of abuse from their parents. And
establish the degree of influence between these variables.

It had proposed as a general hypothesis.

Exists significant relationship between the risk factors of Domestic Violence:
Aggression, Self Esteem, and Family Organization and school performance in
students of 3rd and 4th grade of secondary abuse in the IEE. "Luis Fabio Xammar
Jurado”.

This research study was conducted with a sample of 150 students in the 3rd
and 4th grade at the secondary level of IEE. "Luis Fabio Xammar Jury" Ugel No.
09 Huaura Province, Region, Lima Provincia. The values of the results were
related to the correlation coefficient and level Contingencies correction coefficient.
Was used as a tool for research, a questionnaire intended to collect information on
factors of Aggression, Self Esteem and Family Organization Author Isabel
Fernandez used on Aggression, Delicia Elizabeth Vasquez Valdivia on Self-
Esteem, Cova Flower on Family Organization.

Statistical analysis of the data permitted the following conclusions:

1. - There is a significant influence aggression factor: Resentment, irritability,
physical aggression, according to the values obtained from statistical tables of the
hypothesis testing affirming its significant influence on the academic performance

of students.

2.- Students in third and fourth grade at the secondary level, who are victims of
abuse are a predominantly high value of irritability in indicators will cause
resentment, you were leaving the house after the attack which significantly

influence the educational outcomes for students.
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3. - Students victims of abuse have a high level of irritability factors in situations of
abuse and when they are beaten, as evidenced by the indicators already
mentioned, values that reflect a significant level in students irritability caused by
aggression their parents and others who then influence school performance.

4. - Students victims of physical aggression reveals significant value in their school
performance that is to say students are victims of direct aggression from their

parents and others.

5 .- There is a significant factor influence of family organization: Nuclear family,
extended family, single parent families, according to the statistical values, and
hypothesis testing, shows the results of which are decisive in their influence on

school performance.

6. - Students victims of abuse within the Family Organization factor has a high
level of disorganization on the indicators and single parent families and extended

families in lower incidence nuclear family, in school performance.

7. - There is a significant factor influencing the Self-Esteem: If the same general
social peers and Home, where students are victims of low self-esteem that

influence their school performance.

8. - The low esteem in students is presented in Himself general features of
sadness, depression and loneliness by denying itself the importance it has within

society.

9. - The relationship of social self-esteem in pairs and home are relatively

influential in the students of 3rd and 4th grade of secondary El Luis Fabio Xammar

jury.
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
