














ABSTRACT

The objective of this research is to determine the association between child abuse and
psychomotor development in preschool children 4-5 years of School Tupac Amaru in
the city of Tarapoto 2012, We used descriptive correlational design using the X2
coefficient seeking partnership, and the specific objectives sought to describe each of
the variables and their characteristics. The sampling was the same as the population,
with the exclusion of those who did not attend the evaluation day, consisted of 47
preschoolers

We used two psychological instruments, the first to measure the level of psychomotor
development TEPSI, Isabel Margarita Haeussler and Teresa Marchant and second

questionnaire adapted from child abuse

The results found no association between child maitreatment and women psychomotor
development in preschool children 4-5 years, the Tupac Amaru educational institution
in the city of Tarapoto 2012. In the variable child abuse, we found that 31.81% of
preschool children 4-5 years, the Tupac Amaru educational institution in the city of
Tarapoto 2012, suffering from psychological abuse, the physical type 27.66%, the
23.40% of such negligence. While in the variable psychomotor development, we found
that the 40.43% level of risk present development, the 36.17% developmental delay
and 23.40% have a level of normal development.

The results confirm the association between child abuse and level of psychomotor

development in preschool children 4-5 years, the Tupac Amaru educational institution

in the city of Tarapoto 2012.
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
