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Resumen

El objetivo principal del presente estudio fue determinar la influencia del clima
escolar en el aprendizaje significativo en los estudiantes de 6 grado de primaria
del IE parroquial Santa Cruz, mediante un estudio de tipo basico correlacional
causal de disefio no experimental y corte transversal, participando 80 nifios(as)
utilizando el Cuestionario de clima escolar y el Cuestionario de aprendizaje
significativo, donde se encontré que el clima escolar influye en el aprendizaje
significativo, asi como en las dimensiones del aprendizaje significativo. De esta
manera se concluye que el clima escolar influye en el aprendizaje significativo en

los estudiantes de 6% grado de primaria del IE parroquial Santa Cruz.

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Abstract

The main objective of this study was to determine the influence of the school climate
on meaningful learning in 6th grade students of the Santa Cruz parish school,
through a basic causal correlational study of non-experimental design and cross-
sectional design, with the participation of 80 children. (as) using the School Climate
Questionnaire and the Significant Learning Questionnaire, where it was found that
the school climate influences significant learning, as well as the dimensions of
meaningful learning. In this way, it is concluded that the school climate influences

the significant learning in 6th grade students of the Santa Cruz parish IE.
