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RESUMEN

En la presente investigacion se abordd la problematica de la invisibilidad de la
poblacion con altas capacidades intelectuales (ACI) en la educacion universitaria,
debido a que los docentes desconocen las necesidades cognitivas, emocionales y
de aprendizaje de estos estudiantes; ademas se mantiene la idea de que aprenden
solos y que las ACI son sindnimo de éxito académico, estas y otras ideas erroneas
y estereotipos que pueden provocar desmotivacion académica y frustracion en los
estudiantes. El objetivo general de la presente investigacion fue: proponer un
programa basado en una intervencion educativa inclusiva para atender las
necesidades de los estudiantes con ACI en la Universidad Politécnica Salesiana;
con sede Quito, Republica del Ecuador durante el periodo académico 2022. La
poblacion estuvo conformada por estudiantes de diferentes carreras identificados
ACI y docentes de toda la sede; para el estudio se emple6 como categorias
centrales la educacion inclusiva que se desgloso en politicas, culturas y practicas
en torno la educacion de esta poblacion. Todo ello enmarcado en la investigacion
aplicada de caréacter no experimental, de disefio propositivo. Se utiliz6 como técnica
el cuestionario tanto para docentes como para estudiantes, los resultados analisis

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ABSTRACT

In the present research, the problem of the invisibility of the population with high
intellectual potencial (HIP) in university education was addressed, due to the fact
that teachers are unaware of the cognitive, emotional and learning needs of these
students. In addition, the idea that they learn alone and that the HIP are synonymous
with academic success is maintained, these and other misconceptions and
stereotypes that can cause academic demotivation and frustration in students. The
general objective of this research is: to propose a program based on an inclusive
educational intervention to meet the needs of students with HIP at the Salesian
Polytechnic University; based in Quito, Republic of Ecuador during the academic
period 2022. The population was made up of students from different careers
identified by HIP and teachers from the entire campus; For the study, inclusive
education was used as central categories, which was broken down into policies,
cultures and practices regarding the education of this population. All this framed in
applied research of a non-experimental nature, of a proactive design. The
questionnaire was produced as a technique for both teachers and students, the

results of the analysis were used to prepare the proposal.
