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RESUMEN

La investigacion de disefio instrumental tuvo como objetivo determinar las Evidencias de
validez del cuestionario de conductas disociales CCD-MOVIC en una muestra de 400
adolescentes del segundo al quinto grado de educacién secundaria regular, con edades
entre los 13 a 18 afios, de tres instituciones educativas, dos particulares y una estatal del
distrito de Laredo. Los resultados evidencian validez basada en la estructura interna
mediante el analisis factorial confirmatorio mediante el método de cuadrados minimos no
ponderados, un modelo tedrico que no requiere ser re-especificado, al presentar un buen
ajuste a la matriz de datos observada, asimismo la consistencia interna, por el coeficiente

omega, reporta valores de aceptables a elevados.
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ABSTRACT

The objective of the instrumental design research was to determine the evidence of validity
of the CCD-MOVIC dissocial behavior questionnaire in a sample of 400 adolescents from
the second to fifth grade of regular secondary education, ages 13 to 18, from three
educational institutions, two individuals and one state of the Laredo district. The results
evidence for the validity evidence based on the internal structure by means of the
confirmatory factorial analysis by means of the method of minimum weighted squares, a
theoretical model that does not need to be re-specified, by presenting a good fit to the
observed data matrix, also the internal consistency, by the omega coefficient, reports

values of acceptable to high.
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
