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RESUMEN

Esta investigacion, tuvo como primordial objetivo adaptar el Inventario de Conducta Sexual
Agresiva en internos peruanos por el Delito Contra la Libertad Sexual. Para ello, se trabajo
con el disefio no experimental y se contd con una muestra de 500 reclusos de un
establecimiento penitenciario, con edades que comprendian desde los 18 hasta los 78 afios,
quienes cometieron el delito contra la libertad sexual especificamente a mujeres. Se realiz6
la adecuacidn linguistica, a partir del analisis de los reactivos por parte de los especialistas,
en el cual se obtuvo una mayor comprension de los mismos. A la vez, se realizo la validez
de contenido mediante la técnica de juicio de expertos y se estimo, a través del coeficiente
V de Aiken, reportando valores >.80, lo que indica que los items son aceptables y aplicables.
Asimismo, se explor6 la validez por estructura interna mediante el andlisis factorial
confirmatorio basado en SEM, obteniendo indices de bondad de ajuste aceptables (S-
By?=529.761; S-By?*/gl=3.116; CFI=.99; TLI=.99; SRMR=.04; RMSEA=.03) para el
modelo unidimensional, donde se mantienen los 20 items. Para aportar con mas evidencias,
se logrd explorar la validez convergente, hallandose una correlacion directa aceptable entre
Conducta Sexual Agresiva y Actitudes Favorables hacia la Violacion. En cuanto a la validez
divergente, se hall6 una correlacion indirecta entre Conducta Sexual Agresiva y Control de
Ira. Adicionalmente, se emple6 la metodologia redes, el cual evidencio indices de bondad
de ajuste méas optimos. Por otro lado, se analizo la confiabilidad por consistencia interna
mediante el coeficiente alfa y el coeficiente omega, obteniendo valores aceptables (0=97;
®=.97) para la estructura unidimensional. Se elaboraron baremos delimitando las categorias
de alto, promedio y bajo, lo que permite identificar la predominancia de la conducta sexual
agresiva en los reclusos. Por ultimo, se concluye que el inventario se adapta adecuadamente

al contexto penitenciario.

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ABSTRACT

This investigation, had as main objective to adapt the Inventory of Aggressive Sexual
Behavior in Peruvian inmates for the Crime Against Sexual Freedom. For this, the non-
experimental design was worked on and there was a sample of 500 inmates from a
penitentiary establishment, with ages ranging from 18 to 78 years, who committed the crime
against sexual freedom specifically to women. The linguistic adaptation was made, based on
the analysis of the reagents by the specialists, in which a greater understanding of them was
obtained. At the same time, content validity was performed using the expert judgment
technique and it was estimated, through Aiken's V coefficient, reporting values> .80,
indicating that the items are acceptable and applicable. Likewise, the validity by internal
structure was explored through the confirmatory factor analysis based on SEM, obtaining
acceptable goodness of fit indices (S-By? = 529.761; S-By? / gl = 3.116; CFI = .99; TLI =
.99; SRMR = .04; RMSEA = .03) for the one-dimensional model, where the 20 items are
maintained. To contribute with more evidence, it was possible to explore the convergent
validity, finding an acceptable direct correlation between Aggressive Sexual Behavior and
Favorable Attitudes towards Violation. Regarding divergent validity, an indirect correlation
was found between Aggressive Sexual Behavior and Anger Control. Additionally, the
networks methodology was used, which showed more optimal indexes of goodness of fit.
On the other hand, the reliability by internal consistency was analyzed by means of the alpha
coefficient and the omega coefficient, obtaining acceptable values (a = 97; ® = .97) for the
one-dimensional structure. Scales were elaborated defining the categories of high, average
and low, which allows to identify the predominance of aggressive sexual behavior in
prisoners. Finally, it is concluded that the inventory is adequately adapted to the prison

context.
