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RESUMEN

La presente investigacion tiene como objetivo analizar la relacion existente entre
la asertividad y el autoconcepto en los estudiantes de secundaria de cuatro
instituciones educativas de 4° al 5° grado de educacion secundaria, ubicados en
zonas de muy alta violencia (colegio A), alta violencia (colegio B), mediana
violencia ( colegio C) y baja violencia (colegio C) del distrito de San Juan de
Lurigancho,2016. La  poblacion del estudio estuvo constituida de 1066
estudiantes y se tomd una muestra no probabilistica de grupos intactos de 519
estudiantes entre 15 y 18 afios; de los cuales 236 fueron varones y 283 mujeres.
Se siguié una linea de investigacion correlacional. Se evalué con la Escala
Multidimensional de Asertividad EMA, de Flores y Diaz-Loving (2004) y el
Cuestionario de Autoconcepto de Garley, de Garcia (2001) . Los resultados
evidenciaron una correlacion, inversa significativa baja entre la asertividad y el

autoconcepto.

ABSTRACT

The present research aims to analyze the relationship between assertiveness

and self-concept in high school students from four high school education
institutions located in areas of very high violence (school A), high violence B),
medium violence (school C) and low violence (school C) of the district of San Juan
de Lurigancho, 2016. The study population consisted of 1066 students and a non-
probabilistic sample of intact groups of 519 students between 15 and 18 years old
was taken; Of which 236 were men and 283 women. A line of correlational
research was followed. It was evaluated with the Multidimensional Scale of EMA
Assertiveness, Flores and Diaz-Loving (2004) and the Garley Self-Concept
Questionnaire, by Garcia (2001). The results showed a significant, low inverse

correlation between assertiveness and self-concept.
