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RESUMEN

La presente investigacion, titulada: La autoestima y la integracion social de los estudiantes
del nivel primario de la Institucion Educativa San Juan Bautista de La Salle de la Region de
Madre de Dios 2016, busco determinar La autoestima y la integracién social. Para ello se
ha empleado la investigacién no experimental con un disefio descriptivo correlacional,
tomandose una poblacion de 85 estudiantes. Por lo que se llegd a las siguientes

conclusiones:

En cuanto a la variable autoestima, de acuerdo a los datos obtenidos el promedio de toda
la muestra se ubica en 44.09 puntos, en el nivel de medio, lo cual significa que los
estudiantes poseen un sentimiento valorativo con tendencia a ser favorable pero con
limitaciones que no les permiten aceptarse completamente a si mismos, en cuanto a su
manera de ser; asi como, del conjunto de rasgos emocionales, sociales y afectivos, que
configuran sus personalidades. Cabe indicar que el ideal a alcanzar se encuentra en el
nivel de alto, el cual se ubica entre el intervalo de 53 — 78, lo que significaria que los

estudiantes poseen un sentimiento valorativo favorable hacia si mismos.

Acerca de la variable integracion social, de acuerdo a los datos obtenidos el promedio de
toda la muestra se ubica en 34.41 puntos, en el nivel de medio, lo cual significa que los
estudiantes poseen predisposicion para el desarrollo de capacidades personales y sociales,
pero con limitaciones, asumiendo el papel de protagonista de su propio proceso de
socializacion. Cabe indicar que el ideal a alcanzar se encuentra en el nivel de
favorable, el cual se ubica entre el intervalo de 57 — 84, lo que significaria que los
estudiantes demuestran disposicion positiva para el desarrollo de capacidades

personales y sociales.

El coeficiente de correlacion de Pearson entre las variables autoestima y la integracion
social, segun la percepcion estudiantes es de 0.792, lo cual indica la existencia de una
correlacion positiva fuerte. El coeficiente de determinacion es igual a 0.627, lo cual indica
que el 62.7% de los casos estan correlacionados. Siendo el p-valor calculado igual a 0.00,
menor al 0.05 se rechaza la hip6tesis nula y se acepta la hip6tesis alterna, concluyendo que

existe relacion entre las variables autoestima y la integracion social.
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El coeficiente de correlacion de Pearson entre la dimensién emocional y la variable
integracion social, segun la percepcion estudiantes es de 0.745, lo cual indica la existencia
de una correlacion positiva fuerte. El coeficiente de determinacion es igual a 0.556, lo cual
indica que el 55.6% de los casos estan correlacionados. Siendo el p-valor calculado igual a
0.00, menor al 0.05 se rechaza la hipdtesis nula y se acepta la hipotesis alterna,
concluyendo que existe relacion entre la dimension emocional y la variable integracion

social.

El coeficiente de correlacion de Pearson entre la dimension social y la variable integracion
social, segun la percepcion estudiantes es de 0.761, lo cual indica la existencia de una
correlacién positiva fuerte. El coeficiente de determinacién es igual a 0.579, lo cual indica
que el 57.9% de los casos estan correlacionados. Siendo el p-valor calculado igual a 0.00,
menor al 0.05 se rechaza la hipdtesis nula y se acepta la hipétesis alterna, concluyendo que

existe relacion entre la dimension social y la variable integracion social.

ABSTRACT

This research, titled: Self-esteem and social integration of students of the primary level of
the Educational Institution San Juan Bautista de La Salle of the Region of Madre de Dios
2016, sought to determine Self-esteem and social integration. For this purpose non-
experimental research has been used with a descriptive correlational design, taking a

population of 85 students. As a result, the following conclusions were reached:

Regarding the self-esteem variable, according to the data obtained, the average of the whole
sample is located at 44.09 points, at the mean level, which means that the students have an
evaluative feeling with a tendency to be favorable but with limitations that They do not
allow them to fully accept themselves as to their way of being; As well as the set of
emotional, social and affective traits that shape their personalities. It is possible to indicate
that the ideal to be reached is in the level of high, which is located between the interval of
53 - 78, which would mean that the students possess a favorable value feeling towards
themselves.

About the variable social integration, according to the data obtained, the average of the
whole sample is located at 34.41 points, at the middle level, which means that students have
a predisposition for the development of personal and social skills, but with Limitations,
assuming the role of protagonist of its own process of socialization. It should be noted that
the ideal to achieve is at the favorable level, which is between the range of 57 - 84, which
would mean that students demonstrate a positive disposition for the development of

personal and social skills.

The Pearson correlation coefficient between the variables self-esteem and social
integration, according to students' perception is 0.792, which indicates the existence of a
strong positive correlation. The coefficient of determination is equal to 0.627, which
indicates that 62.7% of the cases are correlated. Since the p-value is equal to 0.00, less than
0.05, the null hypothesis is rejected and the alternative hypothesis is accepted, concluding

that there is a relationship between the variables self-esteem and social integration.
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The Pearson correlation coefficient between the emotional dimension and the social
integration variable, according to students' perception is 0.745, which indicates the
existence of a strong positive correlation. The coefficient of determination is equal to 0.556,
which indicates that 55.6% of the cases are correlated. Since the p-value is equal to 0.00,
less than 0.05, the null hypothesis is rejected and the alternative hypothesis is accepted,
concluding that there is a relationship between the emotional dimension and the social

integration variable.

The Pearson correlation coefficient between the social dimension and the social integration
variable, according to students' perception is 0.761, which indicates the existence of a
strong positive correlation. The coefficient of determination is equal to 0.579, which
indicates that 57.9% of the cases are correlated. Since the p-value is equal to 0.00, less than
0.05, the null hypothesis is rejected and the alternative hypothesis is accepted, concluding

that there is a relationship between the social dimension and the social integration variable.
