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RESUMEN

La investigacion tuvo como objetivo principal establecer el nivel de influencia
del clima familiar en el rendimiento académico en alumnos del nivel secundario
del cono sur de Lima. Para su realizacion se evalu6 a 188 alumnos de ambos
sexos, entre 12 y 17 afos, lo que constituye el total de alumnos del segundo al
quinto grado del nivel secundario, pertenecientes a la Institucion Educativa de
Accion Conjunta “San Salvador” del Distrito de Pachacamac de la UGEL N° 01
San Juan de Miraflores Lima, a quienes se aplic6 una adaptacion propia de la
Escala del Clima Social Familiar (FES) de R.H. Moos, B.S. Moos y E.J. Trickeet; a
través del cual se pudo analizar el clima familiar considerando tres dimensiones
con sus respectivos indicadores: Relacion (Cohesion, expresividad y conflicto),
desarrollo (Autonomia, orientacion al logro, orientacion intelectual — cultural,
orientacion recreativa y énfasis moral religioso) y estabilidad (organizacién y
control). También se determiné el rendimiento académico a través del promedio
de las notas obtenidas en las diferentes areas de estudio del primer al tercer

bimestre durante el afio académico 2008.

Los resultados de la investigacion nos muestran que existe relacion entre las
variables de estudio, ya que el 64% de los alumnos con Clima Familiar bajo -
medio evidencian un 61% de Rendimiento Académico bajo - medio asimismo el
36% de alumnos con Clima Familiar alto evidencian un 39% de Rendimiento

Académico alto.

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ABSTRACT

The research at establishing the level of relative influence of climate on the
academic performance of students at secondary level in the southern cone of
Lima. To realize this was assessed to 188 pupils of both sexes between 12 and 17
years, which is the total number of students from second to fifth grade at the
secondary level, belonging to the Joint Action Educational Institution "San
Salvador" for the District of Pachacamac UGEL of No. 01 San Juan de Miraflores -
Lima, who was used to adapt itself to the Family Social Climate Scale (FES) of RH
Moos, B.S. Moos and E.J. Trickeet, through which we could analyze the family
atmosphere considering three dimensions with their respective indicators:
Relationship (cohesion, expressiveness and conflict), development (autonomy,
achievement orientation, intellectual guidance - -cultural, recreational and
counseling moral religious emphasis) and stability (and control). It was also
determined by the academic performance of the average of the grades in different

areas of study from first to third quarter during the academic year 2008.

Research results show that a relationship exists between the variables
studied, and that 64% of students with low family atmosphere - half showed a 61%
Academic Performance under - half as well as 36% of students with family

atmosphere showed a high 39% of High Academic Achievement.
