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RESUMEN

El presente trabajo de investigacion esta referido al Clima Escolar Social de los
estudiantes del quinto de secundaria de la I.E. “Nicolas Copérnico” San Juan de
Lurigancho — Lima — 2014. Esta investigacion tiene como objetivo determinar el nivel

del Clima Escolar Social de los estudiantes al interior de dicha institucion educativa.

El estudio corresponde al enfoque cuantitativo y un disefio de investigacion no
experimental o ex post facto transeccional de tipo descriptivo, puesto que el objetivo
es describir o detallar como es la variable. Se trabajé con una muestra probabilistica
aleatoria simple de 85 estudiantes del quinto afio de educacion secundaria. Los
datos estadisticos que sustentan la presente investigacion se obtuvieron procesando
los resultados de la aplicacién del instrumento: Escala de Clima Escolar Social de

Moss, empleando para su procesamiento el software SPSS version 21.0.

De 85 estudiantes, 9 de ellos tiene un nivel de Clima Escolar Social muy baja, esto
equivale al 10.6% del total, 10 estudiantes tiene un nivel de Clima Escolar Social baja
qgue representa el 11.8% del total, 18 estudiantes tiene un nivel de Clima Escolar
Social media que representa el 21.2% del total, 18 estudiantes tiene un nivel de
Clima Escolar Social alta que representa el 21.2% del total y finalmente 30
estudiantes tiene un nivel de Clima Escolar Social muy alta que representa el 35.3%
del total. Finalmente se puede concluir que se lograron los objetivos previstos,
llegando a la conclusion que existe un nivel de Clima Escolar Social alta y muy alta

significativa en la variable investigada.

ABSTRACT

This research is based on the Social Climate School of the students in fifth grade of
secondary El "Nicolds Copernico”, San Juan de Lurigancho - Lima - 2014. This
research aims to determine the level of School Social Climate of students within the

Educational institution.

The study is the quantitative approach and design experimental investigation or ex
post facto transeccional descriptive, since the objective is to describe or detail how is
the variable. We worked with a simple random probability sample of 85 students in
the fifth year of secondary education. Statistical data supporting this research were
obtained by processing the results of the implementation: Scale of School Social

Climate Moss, for processing using SPSS version 21.0 software.

Of 85 students, 9 of which have a very low level of School Social Climate, this
equates to 10.6% of the total, 10 students have a low level of School Social Climate
representing 11.8% of the total, 18 students have a level of School Climate social
media representing 21.2% of the total, 18 students have a high level of School social
Climate representing 21.2% of the total and finally 30 students have a very high level
of School social Climate representing 35.3% of the total. Finally we can conclude that
the objectives were achieved, concluding that there is a high level of School Social

Climate and very high significant in the variable investigated.
