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Resumen

Esta investigacion se realizd con el fin de determinar la relacién entre las conductas
disruptivas y el aprendizaje significativo en la institucion educativa emblematico Meliton
Carvajal — Lince, 2020.

Al respecto de la metodologia del estudio es de enfoque cuantitativo, de disefio no
experimental transversal correlacional inverso. El trabajo es aplicado con 120 y con una
muestra de 92 estudiantes del 5to grado del nivel primario con una muestra de 92
estudiantes, entre las edades de 10 — 12 afio de edad de ambos sexos, la investigacion fue
ejecutado con toda la poblacion, asi mismo se utilizé dos cuestionarios cada uno con escala
de Likert, el instrumento llamando Escala de conductas disruptivas (CDIS), que const6 de
30 preguntas y el instrumento de aprendizajes significativo de 12 preguntas los cuales fueron
validados por dos jueces expertos. Se recogieron los datos Google form, los cuales fueron

enviados al correo institucional de cada estudiante.

Los resultados obtenidos evidencian que hay una correlacién de un nivel moderado
entre las planteadas con un Rho Spearman = - 0,0423 en el cual se establece que dicha
correlacion es inversa y de magnitud modera, quiere decir que a mayor conducta disruptiva
menor aprendizaje significativo, se sugiere al personal educativo y padres de familia prestar
mayor atencion a este problema ya que perjudica en el aprendizaje del estudiante.

Abstract

The present investigation was carried out with the objective of determining the relationship
between disruptive behaviors and significant learning in the emblematic educational

institution Meliton Carvajal - Lince, 2020.

Regarding the study methodology, it is a quantitative approach, with a non-experimental
cross-correlational design inverse. The work was applied in a population of 120 students of
the 5th grade of the primary level with a sample of 92 students, between the ages of 10 - 12
years of age of both sexes, the research was carried out with the entire population, and it was
also used two questionnaires each with a Likert scale, the instrument called the Disruptive
Behavior Scale (CDIS), which consisted of 30 questions and the significant learning
instrument of 12 questions, which were validated by two expert judges. The data collection
technigque was obtained using the Google form, which was sent to the institutional email of

each student.

The results indicate that there is a correlation with a moderate level between disruptive
behaviors and significant learning with a Rho Spearman = - 0, 0423 in which it is established
that said correlation is inverse and of moderate magnitude, means that the greater the

disruptive behavior, the more significant learning.
