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Resumen
Esta investigacion buscO relacionar la estrategia de lectura para mejorar la
comprension lectora en estudiantes de secundaria de una institucién educativa de
Turpo, 2021. Se planteé bajo el paradigma positivista y una metodologia
cuantitativa; fue de nivel experimental y tipo aplicada y se ajusté a un disefio
preexperimental. Se usé la técnica de la encuesta con los instrumentos del
programa de estrategias de lectura para la variable 1 y cuestionario de comprension
lectora para la variable 2 ambos ya validados, y a los que se sometié a pruebas de
confiabilidad. EI programa se aplic6 a 27 estudiantes, en un estudio no
probabilistico intencional. La variable estrategias de lectura se aplico a través de
un programa que consta de 3 médulos, cada uno con 2 y 4 sesiones. Se partié de
la hipétesis de que las estrategias de lectura influyen significativamente en la
mejora de la comprension lectora, lo que finalmente se logrd determinar el objetivo
principal, donde la estrategia de lectura si mejora la comprension lectora en los
estudiantes y se deben aplicar con mas frecuencia para obtener mejores

resultados.
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Abstract
This research sought to relate the reading strategy to improve reading
comprehension in secondary school students from an educational institution in
Turpo, 2021. It was proposed under the positivist paradigm and a quantitative
methodology; It was of an experimental level and applied type and it was adjusted
to a pre-experimental design. The survey technique was used with the instruments
of the reading strategies program for variable 1 and the reading comprehension
questionnaire for variable 2, both already validated, and which were subjected to
reliability tests. The program was applied to 27 students, in an intentional non-
probabilistic study. The reading strategies variable was applied through a program
consisting of 3 modules, each with 2 and 4 sessions. It was based on the hypothesis
that reading strategies significantly influence the improvement of reading
comprehension, which was finally able to determine the main objective, where the
reading strategy does improve reading comprehension in students and should be

applied more frequently for best results.
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
