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Resumen

La presente investigacion tuvo como objetivo: Determinar en qué medida se
relaciona la autoestima con el rendimiento escolar en matematicas en estudiantes
del tercer grado de secundaria de la Institucion Educativa Independencia
Americana, Arequipa — 2019.

Metodoldgicamente la investigacion se realizé bajo un enfoque cuantitativo en que
se emplearon el método hipotético deductivo, con un disefio que corresponde a no
experimental, transversal — correlacion. Se trabajo en una poblacién de estudiantes
del tercer grado de secundaria de la Institucion Educativa Independencia
Americana y con una muestra no probabilistica de caracter intencional de 112
estudiantes. Como técnica se utilizd para la variable independiente la encuesta y
como instrumento el test de Cooper Smith, por otro lado, la variable rendimiento
escolar se trabajo como la técnica el andlisis documental y como instrumento el
consolidado de notas. Los resultados se analizaron con tablas y figuras

estadisticas.

En cuanto a la contrastacion de la hipotesis, ésta se realizo a través de la prueba
no paramétrica Rho de Spearman, dando como resultado la existencia de una
correlacién positiva alta entre la autoestima y el rendimiento escolar igual a 0,793
(p<0.01). Por ser la correlacion positiva, las variables en estudio se relacionan
directamente. Estos resultados determinan que las variables se relacionan, de
manera que se acepta Hi y se rechaza la H,. Quedando corroborado el objetivo e

hipotesis planteada.

Abstract

The objective of this research was to: Determine the extent to which self-esteem is
related to school performance in third grade students of the American Independence
Educational Institution, Arequipa - 2019.

Methodologically, the research was carried out under a quantitative approach in
which the hypothetical deductive method was used, with a design that corresponds
to non-experimental, cross-correlation. We worked on a population of students of
the third grade of secondary school of the Institucion Educativa Independencia
Americana and with a non probabilistic sample of intentional character of 112
students. As a technique the survey was used for the independent variable and as
an instrument the Cooper Smith test, on the other hand the variable school
performance was worked as the technique of documentary analysis and as an
instrument the consolidated notes. The results were analyzed with tables and

statistical figures.

As for the testing of the hypothesis, this was done through the Spearman's
nonparametric Rho test, resulting in the existence of a high positive correlation
between self-esteem and school performance equal to 0.793 (p <0.01). Because
the correlation is positive, the variables under study are directly related. These
results determine that the variables are related, so that H1 is accepted and the HO

is rejected. The objective and hypothesis put forward are corroborated..
